COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE MINUTES
Tuesday, September 10, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Johnson at 5:30 pm. Roll call was taken by the clerk with
17 present. Supervisors H. Johansen and Cockroft were excused from the meeting. Supervisors
Kienholz and Scoglio joined the meeting immediately following the roll call. Supr. Moriak was absent
from the meeting. Clerk informed the board members the meeting had been properly noticed and this
was verified by Corp. Counsel, Jeff Fuge.

Chairman Johnson led the Pledge of Allegiance. Chairman Johnson offered a moment of silence for
Supervisor Neil Johnson who passed away on Friday September 6, 2013.

Chairman Johnson announced a change to the agenda, by striking: under No. 7 Consent Agenda,
&0Other; No. 12 Discussion and Recommendation ¢—Other and No. 13 OTHER DISCUSSIONITEMS.
Motion (D. Johansen/Kienholz) to approve the published agenda for September 10, 2013 Committee
Meeting of the Whole and approve the minutes from the previous meeting of April 23, 2013.
