Resolution

Providing for increased public compliance with dog licensing laws and redirecting the resulting
increased funding to an open access spay/neuter fund used for Polk County companion animals and
free-roaming community cat populations.

WHEREAS, there is today an estimated 14,000 free-roaming, unaltered, non-vaccinated community cats
in our county; and

WHEREAS, there are an estimated 1,832 companion animal households currently below the poverty
level income with intact pet dogs and cats; and

WHEREAS, up to 90% of at-large dogs impounded at shelters are intact, which greatly increases the
impound cost to the county; and

WHEREAS, controlling the dog and cat population would have a significant benefit to the public health
and safety; and

WHEREAS, dog licensing helps to control vector-born diseases, such as rabies, by insuring that licensed
dogs are vaccinated: and

WHEREAS, vaccination for rabies given to free-roaming community cats reduces the risk of contraction
to the public: and

WHEREAS, controlling the dog and cat population would have a fiscal benefit to all citizens of the
county; and

WHEREAS, a program to increase compliance of dog licensing would not increase costs to the county;
and

WHEREAS, the role of government in protecting companion animals is related to the care and well-being
of its citizens.

Section 1. Definitions:

THE PET POPULATION CONTROL FUND. The Pet Population Control Fund is established as a special fund
in the County treasury. The increased moneys generated from the Polk County dog license fee as a
result of the new compliance program, fines from dogs running at large, and from voluntary



contributions must be kept in the Fund and shall be used only to sterilize and vaccinate dogs and cats,
including free-roaming community cats, in this county pursuant to the program, to promote the
sterilization program, to educate the public about the importance of spaying and neutering and for
reasonable administrative and personnel costs related to the Fund.

Section 2. Compilation.

Reports shall be maintained by the County Clerk office for at least ten years. Reports made under this
act shall be public records and shall be open to public inspection, and access to said report shall not be
denied pursuit to any exemption in this state’s Freedom of Information Act.

Section 3. Penalties

1. Failure to file—Failure to file a report under this act constitutes..........
2. False Statement—any person who knowingly submits a false or fraudulent report or who
supplies false or fraudulent information in a report commits............

Section 4. Rules and regulations.
The Attorney General shall promulgate rules and regulations to administer and enforce this act.
Section 5. Effective date.

This act shall take effect immediately upon being duly approved.

Now, therefore, be it RESOLVED by the Polk County Board of Supervisors, that the county of Polk will
establish its own program for the spaying or neutering of animals, then in that event, the Town Boards,
by resolution, may pay the funds it collects from dog licensing fees which are marked for the Pet
Population Control Fund pursuant to rather than to the county-authorized entity, directly to the County
of Polk or, if appropriate, its designee.

ADD TO RABIES VACC STATUTE The veterinarian performing a rabies vaccination of an animal shall do
the following:

1)

Complete a vaccination certificate or computerized record, in triplicate, on each animal being

vaccinated for rabies that shall include the following information:

a) The name and address of the animal’s owner.

b) The species, sex and age of the animal vaccinated.

} The date the animal was vaccinated.

d) The product name and lot or serial number of the vaccine used.

) The date the animal must be revaccinated under the

f)  The number of the tag issued.

8) The name of the veterinarian completing the vaccination and his or her Wisconsin veterinary
license number.

The rabies vaccination certificate completed under subdivision (1) shall be distributed as follows:

a) One copy of the certificate or computerized record shall be given to the owner or custodian of
the animal being vaccinated for rabies,

b) One copy of the certificate or computerized record shall be forwarded to the county designated
agent within thirty days of vaccination.

¢) A copy of the certificate or computerized record shall be retained by the veterinarian
vaccinating such animal covering the period of immunization.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

WHEREAS, CheyeAnn Michael has filed an Owner’s Claim for Damages by Dogs to
Animals and Affidavit of Owner , claiming damage to fifty (50) chickens at a total
replacement cost of $74.00; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Johnstown investigated said claim and found that that the
claimed damages were caused by dogs and that the fair market value of said chickens
were as claimed.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 174.11(1), the Agriculture and Extension Education
Committee, after reviewing said claim and considering the Affidavit of Owner and the
Affidavit of the Investigative Committee, recommends that the Polk County Board of
Supervisors disallow the claim of CheyeAnn Michael.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that, pursuant to Wisconsin Statute Section
174.11(2)(b), the Polk County Board of Supervisors disallows the dog claim of
CheyeAnn Michael.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall constitute a Notice of Disallowance,
and that a certified copy of the same shall be served by certified mail, return receipt requested,
upon Claimant, CheyeAnn Michael.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 893.80(1g), no action or claim may
be brought against Polk County or its officers, boards, committees, agents or employees after six
months from the date of service of said notice.

MEETING MINUTES
April 5,2013
Polk County Agriculture & Extension Education Committee

In attendance: Larry Jepsen, Herschel Brown, Dale Wood, Dean Johansen,
William Johnson, Gail Peavey (Family Living), Bonnie Cremin (WNEP), Chuck
Prissel (4-H/Youth), Jennifer Blazek (Agriculture), Bob Kazmierski (CNRD)

Jennifer Blazek (Agriculture) took the meeting minutes.
Also present: Jeff Fuge from Corp. Counsel and 7 other visitors
At 10:29am, Chair Dean Johansen called the meeting to order.

A motion was made to approve the agenda by Larry Jepsen and seconded by
Herschel Brown; the motion carried.

A motion was made by William Johnson and seconded by Herschel Brown to
approve the minutes; motion carried.

As there were visitors, the agenda item on public comments would be deferred
until discussion on the Resolution that was put forward because most of the
visitors came to hear that item.

Discussion on the Resolution on Companion Animal Control with Dog Licensing
Funds began. Chair Dean Johansen invited Jeff Fuge to give background and share
the recommendations of the Corp. Counsel on the proposed resolution. Visitor,
Tanya Borg of Farm, Feral, and Stray, as the author of the resolution was invited
to share her comments and rationale for the Resolution. Because no motion was
called for, Chair Dean Johansen made a declaration on the consenus of the
committee — with no arguments from any of the other members - that the
authors of the Resolution should take the issue to the Towns Association,
possible at their next meeting. Dr. Armstrong, Director of the Arnell Humane
Society, was also invited to comment and shared how the shelter uses the funds
from the Dog License fund. As a Humane Officer, Curtis Schmitz was invited by
the committee to comment on the Resolution. No further discussion was made.

The committee proceeded to the next agenda item, the reconsideration on
Resolution No. 06-13 Dog Claim of Cheye Ann Michael. This Resolution was
returned to the committee for further consideration by the County Board. Chair
Dean Johansen invited Jeff Fuge to comment and provide recommendations on
the reconsideration. Willam Johnson made a motion to adope the
recommendations and findings made by the Corp. Counsel. Larry Jepsen
seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously. Dean Johansen made a
motion to adopt the amended resolution, No. 06-13: Resolution to Disallow
Section 174.11 Dog Claim of Cheye Ann Michael. Herschel Brown seconded the
motion and it was carried unanimously.



Extension staff members reported on their respective programs for the
Department Program Review.

Bob Kazmierski reported on the upcoming Wisconsin Association of County
Extension Committees (WACEC) meeting he will attend with Larry Jepsen in
Madison, WI April 9-11, to meet Senator Harsdorf and Representative Severson.

The Barron County Supervisors Strategic Planning was discussed by Bob
Kazmierski during his program report.

On UWEX Western District business, Chuck Prissel reported that the district is
now the Northwest Wisconsin Region and that we have a new Director, Julie
Keown-Bomar, who will have offices in Menomonie.

There were no Action Items for review.
Committee Member Comments - Dean Johansen and Larry Jepsen both
commented that it was a good meeting and appreciated all of the reports by the

Extension staff.

Herschel Brown made a motion, seconded by Dale Wood, to adjourn the meeting;
motion carried. The committee meeting adjourned at 12:05pm.
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
