o “Address Sign” means an individual address plate placed at a required
location from en a numbered named road or driveway identifying the

location of a principal structure or lot.

o “Priveway Access Point” means the point where the driveway or service
road private-read intersects a publie numbered roadway. This location is
used to determine the correct address.

o “Lot EOF” means a parcel of land occupied or designed to provide space
necessary for one principal building and its accessory buildings or uses. A
lot may be a parcel designated in a plat or described in a conveyance
recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds.

o “Private Road” means a numbered named private driveway, which
complies with the uniform road numbering system, leading to two or more
driveways or principal structures. Private roads are maintained by the
landowners who are also responsible for all the costs associated.

Section 3.1.4. is added to read: Property owners along a noncompliant named
road may petition the county addressing authority to change their address to a
complaint numbered road or address if all the property owners along such road
sign a petition in agreement with the change.

We are writing to request your support for the Proposed Polk County Uniform Rural Addressing and
Road Numbering Ordinance, # 48-18. As an emergency service community we rely heavily on a
consistent and accurate addressing system to allow us to provide the fastest possible response to

emergency situations within Polk County.

There have been many beneficial technology upgrades to our communications system, but the base of a
uniform grid system is critical in the event that this technology isn’t available or if the technology

fails. This ordinance is beneficial to our response not only by providing a consistent addressing method

as the base of our system, but also restricts new named roads and the issuance of new addresses of the

same number but ending with an A,B, C, etc., which can be very problematic for us.

Additionally, it also requires a house number sign to be placed at both the roadway and the residence
driveway when multiple locations are using the same driveway. This decision will have a significant

impact on emergency response within Polk County for years to come.

#48-18. | am in support of this new ordinance because I truly care for the communities that we serve.

Every summer | talk to the Amery Driver’s Ed classes. We talk about seatbelts, helmet use, child safety seats, etc. |
try to instill in these new young drivers that these items are for their safety and the safety of others entrusted in
their care, as the driver of a vehicle. | view this proposed ordinance the same way. This ordinance is about safety!

I have worked in EMS for 20 years, in Polk County. Full-time since 2000. | see daily the discrepancies in our home
number and road number system, since | have been around the area for a while, | know these areas and | can get
to them. The challenge | have - | can’t be on the ambulance 24/7! Since local volunteerism is unfortunately falling
by the wayside, new staff come from near or far. It is very easy to teach our new staff the foundation of Polk
County’s grid numbering system. However, it is very difficult to point out the endless areas where this system is
incorrect or doesn’t exist. This is a huge safety issue and as someone who cares deeply about our community, |
feel this is an area we can improve on. Getting to you during your time of need is very important.

I understand change can be difficult and sometimes there can be bumps in road through change. Nobody knows
this better than my staff. Our service has been through numerous changes in the past 10 years, but we have
learned to evaluate and mitigate areas that can be better.

I believe that once this ordinance is passed and official changes can be made, (understanding there is a burden
with changing addresses on everything) the concerns that some residents brought forth are only temporary. Much
like when you move and have to change your address. Itis so importan’t to look at the long term benefit, which is,
emergency services will be able to find your residence in a more consistent fashion.

Someone mentioned that emergency services use GPS units, while that is true, that is in conjunction with map
reading. The unfortunate part about GPS, they are not always accurate in rural settings. I've been repeatedly told
to turn where there is no road or driveway, despite the updates our units on a regular basis. Our grid system
should be the most accurate way to find you!

I hope everything is going well with you. | am writing you in regards to the letter |
received from your office dated February 21, 2018. This letter is in regards to a
proposed address change of my house located at 611 Homes Court. | understand that
all of the addresses and the street may be renamed.

I have a lot of concerns with this proposed change and hope that we can come up with a
better solution than changing the house addresses and street name. The upfront costs
and headaches of this proposed change are obvious and painful. These changes are
especially painful for those of us that have businesses and or have resided on Homes
Court for a long time. It is understandable that when a family makes a decision to move
houses they are signing up for the financial burden and time commitment to make these
changes. Which is not the case for the residents of 611 Homes Court.

As you may or may not recall | received a letter from your office dated September 14,
2015. This letter was in regards to an address changing at my other house located at
117 245 Street in Osceola. The situation on the 117 245® Street house is the same as
the proposed change to the 611 Homes Court house in that the Parcel ID for the
property does not change nor does any physical elements of the property. Only the
street name and house address changed.

Since the address change in 2015, people still cannot find my 117 245% Street house. If |
give people my actual address they will most likely end up 5 miles north of the house in
a woods. In most situations I still have to give people two addresses. The first address
which is my pre-2015 address. This address will allow mapping tools to locate the
house. The current or post-2015 address which is what the fire number and street sign
say, will let people know they are at the correct location, when they arrive. Having
individuals not find my house or have them waste a lot of time trying to figure out
where | live is one thing that is still very painful.

The most difficult part of the addresses changes is not getting delivery’s or having time
sensitive material not show up. When | need to give my pre-2015 mailing address to
companies to find my house, they are not always able to drop off the materials or
packages because the actual address on the fire number and road sign do not match
what is on the order. This in most instances causes confusion and items being returned
to sender, which sticks me with the costs associated with those shipments. | have also
found that it is against most company’s policies not to leave materials or packages if the
address on the order does not match the address of the house.

This confusion that started back in 2015 and continues through today costs me
thousands of dollars a year and a lot of time trying to get people, products, and
deliveries to my location. | have made numerous attempts to work with the county to
correct this issue and to date nothing has been done.

I am strongly against making any change to the 611 Homes Court address and would
also appreciate any help I can get to correct the issues with the last address change at
117 245* Street. Please feel free to call me with any questions or thoughts.

Dear Mr. Luke,

Thank you for your support with our recent Homes Court address change proposal. We appreciate your
suggestion for an open public comments venue for this hot potato issue. Unfortunately, I have a
prior commitment that conflicts with the date and time that is allotted and that is the reason I
am providing my observations and personal testimony in writing.

As you are aware, our Homes Court neighborhood has put a great deal of thought and research into

this issue and many of these comments have already been presented during the various three-minute
public comment portions allotted during the meetings we have attended. Nonetheless, I thought it

might be helpful to provide a quick summary as well as bring in some new information as a result

of experiencing several weeks of life with a new address.

I've divided these into various sections including: Expense, Time, and Hassle Factor.

Expense: We estimated the personal cost for our neighborhood of approximately 27 addresses as
falling between $75,000 to $125,000 (because I own a business which operates from my home address,
my cost would be higher than the average due to expenses related contract attorney costs, changes
to marketing materials, websites, landing pages and tradeshow signage, etc.). Imagine the
exponential costs to businesses with commercial locations such as an Industrial park where they
might have to reprint catalogs, change and execute new contracts, advertising, etc.

Ed Gullickson and Don Mork, Representatives of our Garfield Town board, also provided testimony
relating to the expenses Garfield would incur from replacing the fire numbers and other street
signage. For example, our new neighborhood adds up to $2,700 for one-third mile street and would
come on top of the $2,700 that was spent 18 months ago for our street. Some of you on the Polk
County Board also demonstrated concern about the cost to your own communities - Bone Lake had 9@
address changes - $9,000?

In summary, there are huge expenses at the personal level, the commercial or business level, as
well as the local government level. In reality, these expenses are a "sunk cost" for businesses as
well as residences - in effect creating expenses with no particular upside or tangible benefit. It
is inconceivable that county property taxes won't be raised to accommodate these extra expenses
down the road.

Time: Like most of Polk County, our neighborhood is a mix of both working and retired people.
One thing that we share in common is the complaint that there is never enough time to do the
things we need to accomplish. It's perhaps easier for working people to quantify their time, but
the retired people in our neighborhood place a high value on their time as well. Either way, time
is precious, time is money and time is in short supply. Neighbors in their 8@s and neighbors in
their 50s do not want to spend their time changing land and vehicle titles, meeting with lawyers,
getting new driver's licenses and passports, or being on the phone correcting and chasing down
deliveries.

Hassle: 1I'd like to cite some examples from our own recent experience:

1. Xcel location issues: Our neighborhood experienced two recent Xcel power outages. With the
first one, around Memorial Day, Xcel could not locate my account using the Homes Court address.
With the second outage, I used the 62nd Ave address to reference my location. Hours after the

power was restored, Xcel sent a workman to my home at 1 am because it did not register in their
system that my power was restored along with my Homes Court neighbors.

2. Pharmacy - we recently were told by our mail-in pharmacy that they could no longer ship our
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prescription medication to our home because of the address change and resultant confusion. This is
critical for us as the medication has to be shipped every month and there is only a 3 day
turnaround time allotted.

3. UPS - a package I ordered was sent back to the seller due to UPS being unable to locate the
62nd Ave address. I had given our Homes Court address when placing the order, but the seller used
a third party "scrubbing" database (most likely USPS which was notified of the address change by
Polk County) that auto-changed my address to 62nd. It took several phone calls, emails and weeks
to get it straightened out so that the package could be resent, delivered and correctly billed.

4, Medicare - We are in the midst of a national program to reprint and replace ALL Medicare
cards so they no longer include personal social security numbers. When I finally received my new
card, I discovered it is linked to the wrong address. Now every time I use it - at the pharmacy or
clinic, etc. - the address is different than my supplemental health insurance and Plan D ID cards.

In general, there is a great deal of confusion on part of the providers (whether energy companies,
shippers, pharmacists and health care providers, credit card companies, etc.) about this kind of
address change. They have all asked when I moved, how long have I lived at one address or another,
etc. No one has understood that it is the same house, same location, different address. I urge you
to consider the effect this will have on people‘s mortgages. Will the mortgage companies (for
example a reverse mortgage) understand any better than the other providers mentioned above, that
their client still occupies the home that carries the mortgage? Reverse mortgage holders have to
demonstrate proof of occupancy annually. I have an elderly friend who accidently missed her
renewal and the bank started proceedings against her which included a public airing in the local
newspaper and two "surprise” visits from strangers hired by the bank to verify that the house was
empty.

This is just a small sampling of the negative impact we have experienced and I hope that you find
it useful in how you will implement these changes going forward. Again, I appreciate your support
and thank you for taking the time and effort to discern. My contact information is below if you
need further details.
